Requirements for players in the Academy Program

Players are expected to make soccer their primary commitment during the
soccer season.

Players are expected to attend all practices and games unless there are
extenuating circumstances such as illness, planned school activity or a
family emergency. Player must contact coach before practice time if the
player cannot attend practice.

Players must bring the correct size soccer ball, water and wear shin guards
to all practices.

Players are expected to attend all team scheduled tournaments and soccer
camps and will be financially responsible, even if unable to attend.

Players are expected to conduct themselves with respect toward coaches,
referees, parents and other players at all times. Disrespectful behavior
(foul language, excessive physical contact, absenteeism) at practices or
games will not be tolerated and the player will be reprimanded. Multiple
offenses will cause player to be removed from team.

Players are agreeing to play both Fall and Spring Seasons for the same
team. This is a one year commitment.

Families are required to pay club dues of $55.00 for 10 months (Aug-May).
